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Muslims must fast during that month –
unless they have a special reason not to.
For example, if a person is ill and he would become
more ill if he fasted, then he does not fast.
Allaah has made our religion easy for us.
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Allaah has promised us
that if we fast during Ramadaan
in order to please Him and hoping
that He will reward us for doing that,
then He will forgive us for the bad things we did. [3]

Whoever fasts the month of Ramadaan with eemaan (true faith) and hoping for its reward shall have all
his previous sins forgiven for him
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When we fast so as to please Allaah,
then we are very happy when we can start
eating and drinking again in the evening.

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We will in shaa Allaah even have

But this is true only if we did our fasting
to please Allaah alone – and not to show off
to the people around us.

In Paradise, there is a gate called ar-Rayyaan. Those who fast will enter through it on the Day
of Resurrection and none other than them shall enter it. It will be said, “Where are those who fasted?”
They will stand and none other than them shall enter it. When they all enter it, it will be closed
and no one will then enter it.
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O Allaah,
accept our fasting
and all the worship
we do for You.

make it easy for us
to fast during Ramadaan.
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O Allaah,
protect us from worshipping anyone
except for You.
